PROVIDING HISTORICAL AND CULTURAL CONTEXT IS ESSENTIAL FOR ANY SERIOUS BIBLE COMMENTARY, AND THE BiBLE
KnowLEDGE COMMENTARY NEW TESTAMENT SUCCEEDS IN THIS AREA. THE AUTHORS INCORPORATE BACKGROUND INFORMATION
ON THE FIRST-CENTURY GRECO-ROMAN \X/OELD,JE\X/ISH CUSTOMS, AND EARLY CHURCH PRACTICES. THIS CONTEXTUALIZATION
