Among the films Palmer examines are Platoon, The Killing Fields, The River, Out of Africa,
Little Drummer Girl, Kiss of the Spiderwoman, Silkwood, The Day After, Red Dawn, Moscow on the
Hudson, Troop Beverly Hills, and Fatal Attraction. Utilizing the principles of New Historicism,
Palmer demonstrates that film can analyze and critique history as well as present it.
