NIGERIAN PIDGIN, OF TEN REFERRED TO SIMPLY AS “PIDGIN” OR “NAIA,” SERVES AS A LINGUA FRANCA IN NIGERIA,
BRIDGING COMMUNICATION GAPS BETWEEN THE COUNTRY’S DIVERSE ETHNIC GROUPS. MEANWHILE, IGBO IS ONE OF NIGERIA’S
MAJOR INDIGENOUS LANGUAGES, PREDOMINANTLY SPOKEN IN THE SOUTHEASTERN REGION.

THE TITLE ITSELF, “NWANTITI,” IS DERIVED FROM THE |GBO LANGUAGE, MEANING “SMALL LOVE” OR “LITTLE LOVE.” THIS TERM
SETS THE TONE FOR THE SONG’S LYRICAL CONTENT, WHICH REVOLVES AROUND THEMES OF AFFECTION, INTIMACY, AND
ROMANTIC DEVOTION. BY EMBEDDING IGBO INTO A PREDOMINANTLY PIDGIN ENGLISH FRAMEWORK, CKAY CREATES A LINGUISTIC
HYBRID THAT RESONATES WITH A WIDE NIGERIAN AUDIENCE WHILE PRESERVING CULTURAL AUTHENTICITY.

THe RoLE oF NIGERIAN PIDGIN IN THE LYRICS

POTENTIAL FOR MISINTERPRETATION

NON-NATIVE SPEAKERS MIGHT MISINTERPRET THE LYRICS OR MISS SUBTLE CULTURAL NUANCES EMBEDDED WITHIN THE LANGUAGE.
