THEMATIC CONCERNS ARE EVIDENT. LIKE THE GOOD EARTH, THIS NOVELLA EXPLORES THE RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN HUMANS AND
NATURE, HIGHLIGHTING CYCLES OF HARDSHIP AND RENEWAL. HOWEVER, THE BIG W/ AVE’S FOCUS ON A NATURAL DISASTER AS A
CATALYST FOR CHANGE OFFERS A MORE CONCENTRATED EXAMINATION OF THESE MOTIFS.

OUT INDIVIDUALS, WHICH COULD LIMIT THE DEPTH OF CULTURAL REPRESENTATION. ADDITIONALLY, THE RESOLUTION, WHILE
HOPEFUL, MIGHT APPEAR SOMEWHAT OPTIMISTIC GIVEN THE REAL-WORLD COMPLEXITIES OF DISASTER RECOVERY.
