Other essays investigate legal structures
inherent in the artwork (and the artworld) itself (Ari Hirvonen, Max Liljefors, Christine Poggi,
Karen-Margrethe Simonsen). Finally, there are two essays focusing on the use of images and
imagery in the legal process, explicity arguing for the need of a legal aesthetics (Daniela Carpi,
Richard Sherwin). Although diverse, the individual essays are interconnected with each other in
fruitful and critical ways, making both explicit and implict references to each other.
