From there, the Oconee courses 220 miles through east-central Georgia to meet the Ocmulgee
convergence near Lumber City, forming the Altamaha River, which flows to the Atlantic Ocean. As
the Oconee’s importance as a recreational amenity has grown over the years, University of Georgia
students and instructors, the Altamaha Riverkeeper, Georgia River Network, Upper Oconee
Watershed Network, and the North Oconee River Greenway have worked together to create a plan
for water trails and recreational trails along the river as it flows through Athens. In the Oconee River
User’s Guide, both novice and experienced water sports enthusiasts will find all the information
required to enjoy the river, including detailed maps, put in and take out suggestions, fishing and
camping locations, mile-by-mile points of interest, and an illustrated guide to the animals and plants
commonly seen in and around the river.
