O’BRrIEN

A LOYAL SERVANT OF THE PARTY. HIS ROLE AS A MANIPULATOR AND ENFORCER OF ORTHODOXY DEMONSTRATES THE
TERRIFYING POWER OF IDEOLOGICAL CONTROL. ANALYZING O’BRIEN’S INTERACTIONS WITH W/INSTON CAN DEEPEN YOUR
