UNDERSTANDING THE CONTEXT OF HANIF KUREISHI’S “MY SON THE FANATIC

THE BrRITISH MULTICULTURAL LANDSCAPE

KUREISHI’S WRITING STYLE IN “MY SON THE FANATIC” IS BOTH ACCESSIBLE AND THOUGHT-PROVOKING. HE USES SIMPLE YET
EVOCATIVE LANGUAGE, ALLOWING READERS TO CONNECT EMOTIONALLY WITH THE CHARACTERS WHILE REFLECTING ON BROADER
SOCIAL ISSUES. HIS USE OF DIALOGUE AND INTERNAL THOUGHTS OFFERS A NUANCED PORTRAYAL OF THE CHARACTERS’ INNER
CONFLICTS, MAKING THE STORY A COMPELLING READ.

PLoT OVErRVIEW AND CHARACTER ANALYSIS

AT ITS CORE, “MY SON THE FANATIC™ IS ABOUT THE DETERIORATING RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN PARVEZ, A PAKISTANI IMMIGRANT
TAXI DRIVER, AND HIS SON, ALI. PARVEZ IS A MAN WHO HAS WORKED HARD TO ASSIMILATE INTO BRITISH SOCIETY, ENJOYING
THE FREEDOMS AND PLEASURES IT OFFERS. IN CONTRAST, ALI BECOMES INCREASINGLY RELIGIOUS AND REJECTS THE MATERIALISTIC
VALUES HIS FATHER REPRESENTS.



PARVEZ: THE ASSIMILATED IMMIGRANT

PARVEZ EMBODIES THE IMMIGRANT STRIVING FOR ACCEPTANCE AND SUCCESS IN A NEW COUNTRY. HE ENJOYS WESTERN CULTURE,
INDULGING IN ALCOHOL AND FREQUENTING PROSTITUTES, WHICH HE SEES AS SIGNS OF HIS INTEGRATION AND PERSONAL FREEDOM.

His ATTITUDE REFLECTS A DESIRE TO BREAK AWAY FROM THE CONSERVATIVE NORMS OF HIS PAKISTANI UPBRINGING, HOPING TO

PROVIDE A BETTER LIFE FOR HIS FAMILY.

ALI; THE ReLiGious CONVERT

ALP’S TRANSFORMATION IS CENTRAL TO THE STORY’S TENSION. HE SHIFTS FROM A SEEMINGLY TYPICAL WESTERN TEENAGER TO
SOMEONE WHO ADOPTS STRICT ISLAMIC BELIEFS, VIEWING HIS FATHER’S LIFESTYLE AS SINFUL AND CORRUPT. ALI’S FANATICISM
IS NOT JUST A RELIGIOUS AW AKENING BUT ALSO A FORM OF REBELLION AGAINST HIS FATHER’S VALUES AND THE WESTERN
SOCIETY THAT PARVEZ EMBRACES.

THe FATHER-SoON CONFLICT

THE CLASH BETWEEN PARVEZ AND ALI IS SYMBOLIC OF THE BROADER CULTURAL AND GENERATIONAL DIVIDE. PARVEZ FEELS
BETRAYED AND ALIENATED BY HIS SON’S REJECTION, WHILE ALI PERCEIVES HIS FATHER AS MORALLY BANKRUPT. THIS CONFLICT

IDENTITY AND BELONGING

WITHIN THE CONTEXT OF THEIR CULTURAL HERITAGE AND THE SOCIETY THEY LIVE IN. PARVEZ’S IDENTITY IS TIED TO HIS DESIRE
FOR ASSIMILATION AND ACCEPTANCE, WHILE ALI’S IS ROOTED IN A RIGID INTERPRETATION OF RELIGION AS A SOURCE OF
BELONGING AND PURPOSE.

CuLTURAL CONFLICT AND INTEGRATION

THE STORY VIVIDLY PORTRAYS THE CHALLENGES OF CULTURAL INTEGRATION. PARVEZ’S EMBRACE OF W/ESTERN VALUES
CONTRASTS SHARPLY WITH ALI’S REJECTION OF THOSE SAME VALUES. THIS CONFLICT REFLECTS REAL-WORLD TENSIONS
EXPERIENCED BY MANY IMMIGRANT FAMILIES, WHERE YOUNGER GENERATIONS MAY FEEL DISCONNECTED FROM THEIR PARENTS’
TRADITIONS YET UNSURE ABOUT THEIR PLACE IN THE HOST CULTURE.

RELIGIOUS FUNDAMENTALISM AND FANATICISM

ALP’S FANATICISM RAISES QUESTIONS ABOUT THE ROLE OF RELIGION IN IDENTITY FORMATION AND THE POTENTIAL DANGERS OF
EXTREMISM. KUREISHI DOES NOT PORTRAY ALI’S BELIEFS AS SIMPLY RIGHT OR WRONG BUT INVITES READERS TO UNDERSTAND THE
MOTIVATIONS BEHIND HIS RADICALIZATION, SUCH AS ALIENATION AND A SEARCH FOR MEANING.

PUBLISHED IN 1994, IS ONE OF HIS MOST RENOWNED STORIES, CAPTURING THE COMPLEXITIES FACED BY IMMIGRANT FAMILIES IN

ExPLORATION OF CULTURAL IDENTITY AND ASSIMILATION

THE STORY GRAPPLES WITH THE CHALLENGES OF ASSIMILATION, PARTICULARLY HOW IMMIGRANT PARENTS AND THEIR CHILDREN
NAVIGATE CONFLICTING CULTURAL EXPECTATIONS. PARVEZ REPRESENTS THE FIRST-GENERATION IMMIGRANT WHO VALUES
ECONOMIC SUCCESS AND INTEGRATION INTO WESTERN SOCIETY, OFTEN AT THE EXPENSE OF HIS OWN CULTURAL ROOTS.

THIS DICHOTOMY RAISES CRITICAL QUESTIONS ABOUT IDENTITY FORMATION: HOW DO CHILDREN OF IMMIGRANTS RECONCILE
THEIR MULTICULTURAL HERITAGE WITH THE PRESSURES TO CONFORM? KUREISHI USES ALI’S TRANSFORMATION TO EXPLORE THE

MANY IMMIGRANT FAMILIES WHERE CULTURAL TRANSMISSION IS DISRUPTED BY EXTERNAL SOCIETAL INFLUENCES.

ReLIGious FUNDAMENTALISM AND |ITS PORTRAYAL

KUREISHI PRESENTS RELIGIOUS FUNDAMENTALISM THROUGH ALI’S CHARACTER WITHOUT OVERT JUDGMENT, INVITING READERS TO
EXPLORE ITS ROOTS AND IMPLICATIONS OBJECTIVELY. ALI’S STRICT OBSERVANCE OF |SLAMIC PRACTICES AND HIS
CONDEMNATION OF W/ ESTERN DECADENCE SERVE AS A CRITIQUE OF CONSUMERISM AND MORAL RELATIVISM, BUT ALSO RAISE
CONCERNS ABOUT INTOLERANCE AND EXTREMISM.

THE STORY NAVIGATES THE DELICATE BALANCE BETWEEN RESPECTING RELIGIOUS DEVOTION AND QUESTIONING THE POTENTIAL
