Such memory created
through reading is multidimensional as it involves the interpretation of both the present and the past
by an individual whose reality has been directly or indirectly shaped by the past over which they
have no influence. Next-generation memory is of anticipatory character, which means that authors of
historical fiction anticipate the readers - both present-day and future - not to have direct links to any
witnesses of the events they discuss and to have little knowledge of the transcultural character of
the Ukrainian Canadian diaspora.
