In 1904 entry into Pittsburgh
caused financial turmoil, ultimately throwing the Wabash into receivership. A subsequent
reorganization allowed the Wabash to become an important carrier during the go-go years of the
1920s and permitted the company to take control of a strategic bridge property, the Ann Arbor
Railroad. The Great Depression forced the company into another receivership, but an effective
reorganization during the early days of World War II gave rise to a generally robust road. Its famed
Blue Bird streamliner, introduced in 1950 between Chicago and St. Louis, became a widely
recognized symbol of the New Wabash. When merger madness swept the railroad industry in the
1960s, the Wabash, along with the Nickel Plate Road, joined the prosperous Norfolk & Western
