OF THE LIVING AND THE DEAD. THEIR DARK PLUMAGE CONTRASTS WITH THE PURITY OFTEN ATTRIBUTED TO CRANES, SUGGESTING
A DUAL NATURE — ONE THAT EMBRACES BOTH LIGHT AND DARKNESS.
